EXPERIMENTAL RULE

Rule 3-2-5-a Adopt a standard system of two time intervals between

plays. For normal plays, teams would have 45 seconds to snap the ball after

the ball is dead on the preceding play. When the game clock is stopped for

administrative reasons (first downs, change of possession, penalty, etc.),

teams would have 25 seconds to snap the ball after the ready-for-play signal

is given by the referee.

Proposal from BYAFA as an amendment to the Youth Rules.

1-2-5 Goals.  If no Football, Rugby or portable goal posts are available the game is to be classed as a ‘NO POST’ game.
