1. To consider the effect of last year’s rule changes.

2. To consider the application of the following NCAA rule changes to British football:

a) 3-1-3-h

Radio and television timeouts not permitted during any extra period, and charged team timeouts during any extra period may not be extended for radio and television purposes.



b) 3-3-2-a

Referee’s timeout declared when runner’s helmet comes off.

c) 3-3-7-a

Charged team timeout 30 seconds in duration permitted.

d) 8-3-3-b-1
Personal fouls against passer on successful two point conversion try enforced on succeeding kickoff, or succeeding spot.

e) 9-1-2-I

Runner exempt from rule prohibiting hurdling.

f) 10-2-2 and other rules.
Penalties for offensive team fouls behind the neutral zone enforced from previous spot.

Editorial Changes.

3. There are 113 editorial changes in this years NCAA rule book.  I will not itemise these but they will be discussed for there relevance at the meeting.
